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Description of sewing machine parts
a) Holds the spool of thread  
 Spool pin  (5) 
b) Holds the spool in position on the machine   Spool cap (4)
c) Holds the thread for the bottom of the machine    Bobbin 
d) Guides the thread between  machine parts  thread guides (36/6)
e) Moves the fabric as you sew 
      feed dogs (37)
f) Holds the fabric down so the machine can move it  presser foot (23)
g) Raises and lowers the presser foot   foot lifter (35)
h) These 2 parts control the speed of the machine  
Foot control    speed control slider (18)
i) Pulls the thread from the spool each time a stitch is made
Take up lever (7)
j) Controls how tight the upper thread is
Thread tension dial (17) tension disks (inside)
k) Used to stitch slowly, controlling by hand  Hand wheel (24)
l) Used to wind thread on the bobbin   Bobbin winder (2)
m) controls the type of stitch
  pattern selector dial (21)
n) controls the length of the stitch  stitch length dial (20)
o) controls the width of the stitch   stitch width dial (22)
p) press to sew backwards to reinforce stitches  reverse lever (19)
q) opens to allow you to put in or remove the bobbin   cover plate (14)
r) controls the presser foot pressure  foot pressure dial (8)
s) changes machine from flat bed to free arm  extension table (13)
t) drops the needle in or raises it ½ a stitch at a time  needle up/down button (16)
u) used to thread the needle  needle threader (11)
