Video: WHMIS Video Primer 

Topic: WHMIS & MSDS: How to work Safe! 

Students will: 

· Learn to recognize and read the MSDS.

· Learn to act preventatively at their workplace so that they know what to do if an issue/incidence occurs. 

Lesson Plan: 

1. Watch Part #1 (supplier and workplace labels & discusses the major routes of entry into the body) of “The WHMIS Video Primer” 

· Stop when told by the woman on the video

2. Have students complete Exercise #1

· Put movie back on and they will go through the answers 

3. Watch Part #2 (Material Safety Data Sheets, MSDS) of “The WHMIS Video Primer” 

· Put movie back on and they will go through the answers 

4. Have students complete Exercise #2 & #3 

· Don’t review the example of unleaded fuel at the end of the lesson 

5. Give students a MSDS sheet showing a household chemical product (Drano, Windex or Deep Woods Off) 
· Students answer the questions on the appropriate worksheet 
6. Share what the students discovered as a class 

· What did they find interesting about their product? 

· What did they find scary/frightening about their product?

2. WHMIS became law through a series of complementary federal, provincial and territorial legislation that became effective October 31, 1988.

3. Under WHMIS law, an MSDS for a controlled product must not be more than ________________________ old. Contact the manufacturer or supplier again and ask for a newer version of the MSDS. The three-year time limit does not apply to MSDSs for non-controlled products (i.e. products that do not meet WHMIS criteria). 
4. The MSDSs must be readily available to the workers who are exposed to the controlled product and to the health and safety committee or representative.
